and organizations; as well as the 
200 men and women who 
volunteer in our crisis assistance 
center, food pantry, medical and 
dental clinics and New To You 
resale store.  We are incredibly 
blessed and grateful for the 
support that we receive from all 
sectors of this community. 

Since beginning my service as 
Executive Director of Barnabas 
Center in June 2010, I have been 
amazed and heartened by the 
incredible generosity of this 
community in reaching out to 
people in need.  I have spent most 
of my 25-year career working with 
nonprofit organizations that serve 
homeless, low income or 
otherwise disadvantaged people 
in Duval County, and thus 
experienced a community that has 
tremendous need, but is also 
relatively rich in services and 
resources.  Since arriving in Nassau 
County, I have experienced 
something very different – a 
community that often lacks well-
financed services and public 
resources, but responds to the 
needs of its most disadvantaged 
residents in a very personal and 
meaningful way.  It is one of the 
many reasons why this beautiful 
place has already won my heart. 

In reflecting on the past fiscal year 
for Barnabas Center, I immediately 
think of the numbers of people 
served, the pounds of food we 
distributed, the types and amount 
of assistance we provided, and the 
financial resources it took to 
support the critical needs of 
almost 5,000 people.  All of this 
information is outlined in this 
report, however, it only tells part 
of the “Barnabas story”. 

 The most important part of the 
Barnabas story is reflected in the 
actual lives of those we helped 
over the past year - the families 
and individuals who lost jobs and 
income and who struggle daily to 
make ends meet; or those who 
have become homeless because 
they have been so severely 
impacted by the recession, mental 
illness or other challenges.  It is 
reflected in the elderly men and 
women who have been crippled 
with disease or illness and who 
would be homebound and 
hopeless without a wheelchair 
ramp.  It is also reflected in the 
faces of the increasing number of 
people who are uninsured and 
turn to our medical and dental 
clinics for urgent care because 
they have no access to necessary 
and affordable health care.  For 

almost twenty five years, Barnabas 
has been the safety net provider 
to which people in this community 
have turned for help and hope. 

Another very important part of the 
Barnabas story is reflected by our 
supporters and our tremendous 
volunteer corps that connects 
people in need with those who 
can and will give of themselves 
and their time.  Barnabas is only 
able to meet the needs of people 
in Nassau County because of the 
generous donations from 
churches, individuals, corporations

91 uninsured individuals were assisted in obtaining necessary medications 

54,150 pounds of food were provided to individuals and families in need 

58 homeless individuals or families were provided case management and housing assistance  

Barnabas serves as the major “safety net” provider in Nassau County, offering help and hope to individuals and families in financial crisis due 
to job loss or reduction in income, illness, disability or other situations.  In July 2009, Barnabas placed a stronger emphasis on the prevention 
of homelessness through a grant received from the Emergency Services and Homeless Coalition of Jacksonville.  The Homeless Prevention and 
Rapid Rehousing project enabled Barnabas to reach 58 adults or families who were homeless or at risk of homelessness and provide them 
with rent deposit assistance and short-term rent assistance.  Our Case Manager, Lauren Thompson, assisted these individuals and families in 
finding jobs, applying for food stamps, and obtaining health care, mental health, and other needed services. 

One family served by this project was headed by a single father of three children.  Mr. Jones (name changed to protect privacy) supports the 
family by driving a taxi, earning a very modest income.  Last spring, his oldest son became gravely ill, requiring a long-term hospital stay at 
Shands Hospital in Gainesville.  Because Mr. Jones needed to stay with his son, he subsequently lost his job.  His son eventually returned home 
and Mr. Jones was also able to return to work. The grant enabled Barnabas to pay the rent for Mr. Jones’ family for three months, thereby 
allowing them to remain in their home.

Items donated to the New To You resale store 
continue to be a significant source of support for 
our clients and our programs. Resale of donated 
items enable Barnabas to provide critical ser-
vices, including food, emergency rent and utility 
payment assistance, and urgent medical and 
dental care to low income and uninsured adults. 
Additionally, many clients seeking help through 

the Crisis Assistance Center were provided donated items at no cost to 
them, such as clothing, furniture, beds, household items, and bikes used 
for transportation to and from work.   

The Barnabas New To You resale store expanded its parking lot in late 
2009, allowing for better access for customers and clients.   

Barnabas Center began operating the Dental Clinic in 
August of 2007. The Dental Clinic provides low-cost 
dental services to adults who are uninsured, unem-
ployed or the working poor at or below 200 percent of 
the federal poverty level. The Dental Clinic offers ser-
vices, which include exams, x-rays, extractions, fillings, 
hygiene and dentures. Last year, the Dental Clinic 
provided more than 1,800 visits to approximately 900   
Nassau County residents.

The Barnabas Samaritan Medical Clinic has become a 

well-known entity in Nassau County since 2005.  Each 

Tuesday and Thursday at 4:00 pm a crowd begins to form outside the 

door of 1886 S. 14th Street in Fernandina Beach.  Stories of men and wom-

en seeking urgent medical care could fill this page, such as the employee 

who has worked for 14 years with a local company, now unemployed, 

uninsured, and afraid that his diabetes is out of control. Through the 

services provided by many volunteers and partnerships with Baptist Medi-

cal Center Nassau and the Nassau County Health Department, the Samari-

tan Clinic provides quality urgent health care at no cost to uninsured and 

working poor adults of Nassau County who live at or below 200% of the 

federal poverty level.  In 2009, a clinic was added one evening per month 

dedicated to women’s health.  Since its inception, the Medical Director 

has been Dr. Tom Washburn, who has served in a volunteer capacity.   We 

thank Dr. Washburn and the doctors, physician’s assistants, nurse practi-

tioners, nurses, medical assistants, mental health counselors and many 

other individuals who dedicate their time and service to the Samaritan 

clinic and the people in our community who have no other place to turn.
